
We Look at the Things
Which Are Not Seen

T
hese familiar words are taken from Paul’s third letter to the church at Corinth, the second
of which we have record, and the intent of the penman is to encourage the brethren to
fidelity in the midst of what was for them (as us) a most difficult life. The context is
important, and so we offer it now: (It is a lengthy reading, but well worth the time and

effort needed to read it.)

“For all things are for your sakes, that the abundant grace might through the thanksgiving
of many redound to the glory of God. For which cause we faint not; but though our
outward man perish, yet the inward man is renewed day by day. For our light affliction,
which is but for a moment, worketh for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of
glory; While we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not
seen: for the things which are seen are temporal; but the things which are not seen are
eternal. For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have
a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For in this we
groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with our house which is from heaven: If so
be that being clothed we shall not be found naked. For we that are in this tabernacle do
groan, being burdened: not for that we would be unclothed, but clothed upon, that
mortality might be swallowed up of life” (2 Cor. 4:15- 5:4).

What does he say? He is teaching that what awaits us over in heaven is far greater than what we
have here—so much so as to make us long for it. Notice: “not for that we would be unclothed”—
what does this mean? Is he not saying that we desire to be in heaven, not to be dead? Of course, we
cannot be in heaven until after we die (or experience something like it at the final coming, cf. 1
Cor. 15). So Paul is saying that we do wish for heaven while not necessarily desiring death itself.
But why? Why is that we so wish to be in heaven?

He tells us this also. This world is a hard place for the faithful of God to live! There is groaning and
earnest desire and pain and burden and difficulty and temptation and grief and— well, you get the
point. It is not that we are ill suited for this world, just that of the two worlds the other offers far
better accommodations for us. Paul spoke herein of the “light affliction”—he said that it is “but for
a moment”—that is, not long in duration. But, in comparison to what? Certainly not in comparison
to the whole of life, because for many the life lived in the flesh is mostly spent in suffering. In
comparison to what, then? Eternity. What we have awaiting us in the after awhile is so grand and
glorious and great and good (and you get the point) that whatever we suffer in this life will then
seem as but a moment. In comparison with forever, 80 years is not even a drop in the bucket. In
comparison with forever, 8,000 years is as nothing.

But until then the groaning and the earnest desires and the burdens and the temptations and the
likes weigh us down and make our every move difficult. When we think of the reward and put it
over against the path that must be taken to reach it we, like the inspired penman whose work we are
considering, are made to long for it. It is as though we miss it—never having been there. That is
natural. It is acceptable. It is even to be encouraged—provided we live and serve and actively
endeavor to please Him Who dies for us and Who is our friend and beloved. We do long to be with
Him. And we shall be with Him...someday. Heaven is a wonderful place, and I sure would like to
meet you there someday. Until then, let us “look not at the things which are seen, but at the things
which are not seen.” May God Bless You as You Study and Obey His Word.

Sadly, in Israel and in church history, when the turnabout comes, it comes only after
generations of people have been lost. These, in backsliding from God and from the
right way, form the then majority bent on traveling the broad way leading to destruction
(Matt. 7:13). Recovery comes at the expense of multitudes being lost in the rejection of
the only hope they had! It is a true fact, and regrettable, but the truth remains. In the
current liberalism affecting the church of the Lord, we are losing so many either to
denominationalism or to infidelity - including so very many of our young people - and it
is terribly, terribly sad! If the world stands and we see a brighter, nobler and more
spiritual day, it will be at the cost of so many souls lost. The reality of sin and Satan
makes it so.

In sum, we like the signs that speak that people are tiring of their own moral and
spiritual mess and are restless to do something about it. There is, in this a ray of hope.
We may yet see, as we have in the past, “restoration movement” in the kingdom
leading us back to the needed Bible emphasis. Yea, and may it speed its way to us!

2. TALENTS There is not a one in the Lord’s kingdom that does not
have a talent, or talents that can be used for the Lord for each of us
has been given according to our several ability (Matt. 25:15). Those
who use their talents for the glory of God will find an eternal reward,
those who act as unprofitable servants will be cast into “outer dark-
ness; there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth” (Matt. 25:30).
3. A GODLY LIFE A more powerful influence for good cannot be
found than the example that is given by a godly life (Tit. 2:11-12; 1
Pet 1:15). Paul said, “Only let your conversation be as it becometh
the gospel of Christ” (Phil. 1:27)
4. WORSHIP Oftentimes we look upon worship as a duty, but it is
more than a duty, or should be to the child of God. Offering a sacri-
fice of praise and adoration to God should be a high and holy
privilege for every Christian. We should, like David (Psa. 122:1). be
glad for opportunities to worship. This should be equally true not on-
ly Sunday morning but whenever the church meets.

May we give to our fellowman and to God such as we have.
